curriculum materials or samples of legal texts;

e Finding partners for international cooperation in research
and development;

e Announcements of international conferences and workshops;

e Information on publications and on resources available
on the Internet.

These messages are then forwarded to all E-Forum participants.
As a subscriber, you are encouraged to participate actively by
sending and by replying to messages through the E-Forum.

You are also free to simply benefit from the information arriving
in your electronic mailbox. However, if a topic arises to which
you are able to contribute, you may wish to reply to the author of
that message, or send your comments to
forum@unevoc.unesco.org to share your views and expertise with
all participants in the E-Forum.

The E-Forum is being moderated by the UNESCO-UNEVOC
International Centre; thus, it enjoys freedom from advertisements,
spam and viruses.

Messages should be in plain text-only format and should not
include any attachments.
